LOCAL STUDENTS

It's hundreds and hundreds of miles from western
Colorado to eastern Pennsylvania.

But it's eastern Pennsylvania that Howard Foltz and
his family call home, and western Colorado, and
Mesa County in particular, that they think of with
great fondness.

It was pure happenstance that led the family here
many years ago. |t was a hunting expedition near
Meeker where they met a banker who was looking at
investment opportunities in Mesa County.

He suggested the Foltzes look too. Look they did. It
didn't take long for them to become owners of the
Valley Plaza shopping center on the I-70 Business
Loop. Nor did it take long after that for them to realize
that they had purchased a part of the world that they
would soon come to love.

"Grand Junction has been very good to us,” Foltz said.

Foltz, a part-time ski instructor in eastern Pennsylvania,
likes to tell a story about how one knows if there is

a ski instructor in the crowd. The answer, he said, is
“Nothing. They’ll quickly tell you.”

He is much the same way about Grand Junction and
Colorado Mesa University. One need not be around
him long before he will tell you that he may live in

The eastern Pennsylvania Foltz family owns commercial
property in Grand Junction. The family cares deeply
about Grand Junction and CMU so they established
an endowment earmarked for Mesa County students.

WYATT BRAMWELL TO

Wyatt Bramwell is an engaging
18-year-old Fruita Monument High
School graduate who is passionate
about two things: trucks and rodeo.

One might look at those two
endeavors and wonder what
Colorado Mesa University can do
for him. The answer is a lot.

That's why he is in his first year at
Western Colorado Community
College (WCCC) working on a
certificate in diesel mechanics.
And when he's not taking a
diesel engine apart or putting it
back together, one can find him
participating on the CMU rodeo
team as a team roper.

But there was one hurdle to get over
before he could enroll at WCCC. He
had to figure out how to pay for it.

It all started with a challenge. Herb, a retired

vice president of what is now Glaxo Smith Kline,

challenged his fellow club members at the
Grand Junction Downtown Rotary Club to match
his $20,000 donation to CMU. The donation would

provide scholarships to local high school graduates.

He applied for several scholarships
and was fortunate enough to get
enough of them to make WCCC
possible — chief among them
was the City of Grand Junction
Opportunity Scholarship. It was
the key to allowing him to do what
he loves best.

“I'love trucks,’ he said. “The bigger
the better. I've always loved to take
things apart and put them back
together.” Now that’s what he is
learning to do at WCCC.

He considers himself “way ahead
of the game,” since he had some
diesel mechanic courses in high
school. And indeed, he is. He
may be only in the first year of a
two-year program, but he said he
already has jobs waiting for him
when he graduates.

And there is the rodeo. “We always
had a lot of horses around when
| was growing up and rodeo has
been a big part of my life,” he said.

"There was no way | could have
done it without scholarships,”
he said. "It was a lot of money to
fork out. I'm extremely grateful
to all those people who support
my scholarships. Now I'm just
looking forward to completing
the diesel mechanic program and
representing CMU as best as | can
on the rodeo team.”



It was an easy task. Virtually every Rotarian
contributed, and the final tally was well more than

the goal of $40,000. The Feinzigs may have provided
$20,000, but Herb is quick to add, “It's less a matter of
us than it is of Rotary coming together.”

The couple put a lot of thought into how they
wanted to distribute the money. Kate, a retired
cytopathologist, had noticed that too many students,
particularly those with scholarships, dropped out of
college after their freshman or sophomore years. The
reason, she discovered, was that many scholarships
only provided money for the first year or two. Once
that ran out it too often meant the end of college life
for those students. “We designed this program in the
opposite way,” said Kate.

The Feinzig-Rotary scholarship is structured so that
students receive money during all four years, provided
they meet certain requirements.

They must maintain a B average. And, as far as
the Feinzigs are concerned, just as important is

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the requirement that students must go to Rotary
meetings several times a year and talk about their
experience at CMU. That is valuable to Rotarians, who
get to see firsthand what their money is doing. Just as
importantly, said Herb, is the value the students get
from networking with business leaders.

Education, they believe, truly does open doors. It did for
them. Herb has an MBA from Temple University and Kate
earned her medical degree at Wayne State University.

Now, the challenge is to pass that message on to
young people. “We must get people to think about
education,” said Herb. "It will last a lifetime.”

CMU freshman Mookie Ferguson
took a few minutes during FYI
Week in August to talk about how
he landed at CMU, and what he
intends to accomplish during the
next four years.

“Have you ever been to Craig,
Colorado?” he asked. “There’s not
much to do there.” Much to do was
not a reference to weekend social
activities that many 18-year-olds
might refer to. Mookie had a larger
picture in mind. He was referring to
what he might do with the rest of

his life. “You work in the coal mine
or you work at the power plant,” he
said. Neither appealed to him — a
college education did.

So, five years ago, he said, with
an unsupportive father he moved
to Grand Junction and enrolled
himself in Caprock Academy. CMU
was in his sights, but there was the
large matter of how to pay for it.
He could only see one way, debt.
A lot of debt. So he began the
process of applying for loans. He
could see no other way.

The family he was living with
introduced him to CMU Instructor
and Grand Junction City Councilor

>

Rick Taggart. Taggart in turn
pointed him toward the various
forms of non-debt financial
aid available to CMU students
including those that are earmarked
for local kids.

Now, he's a first-year nursing
student and the recipient of several
grants and scholarships, including
the Grand Junction Opportunity
Scholarship and the Mesa County
Housing Scholarship. After
receiving the scholarships, "we
cancelled my loan application,”
he said.
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GENEROUS DONATIONS
CRITICAL TO SUCCESS OF
NEW ADVISOR PROGRAM

ne of the keys to getting more high school
graduates from Mesa and Montrose
counties enrolled in postsecondary
education is simply getting the word
out and educating students and parents about the
resources available to them.

Three years ago, CMU decided one good way to do
that would be to place college and career advisors in
local area high schools. The program began with four
Mesa County high schools and last year expanded to
Montrose and Olathe high schools.

It's not an inexpensive undertaking, but one that CMU
believes is important and worth the investment.

Fortunately, the university has had some help.

Early to buy into the advisor program was the

El Pomar Foundation. The Colorado Springs-based
organization has a long history of funding education
and education-related programs, from scholarships
to internships to the CMU College and Career
Advisor Program.

El Pomar Trustee Dave Palenchar said the idea to fund
the advisor program grew out of El Pomar’s creation

a few years ago of regional advisory councils around
the state. The council charged with advising El Pomar
about needs in northwest and west-central Colorado
noted that the region has always been challenged
with the boom-and-bust cycle of the energy industry.

“The issue has always been how do we get ahead of
that,” Palenchar said. El Pomar decided helping with

the College and Career Advisor Program might
be one piece of the puzzle to developing a
diverse workforce.

“The key is how do we keep kids engaged,” he
said. El Pomar looked at the CMU advisor program
and the trustees liked what they saw. They believed
the program would lead to more local high school
graduates going on to postsecondary education.

Other organizations have followed El Pomar’s lead.
The Colorado Opportunity Scholarship Initiative has
awarded a two-year Community Partnership Program
grant. Wells Fargo and

the local Rotary clubs

have also contributed

to support the

operating costs of the

College and Career

Advisor Program.

El Pomar’s generous
donation of $75,000
was critical to the
success of the
program, said
Foundation CEO

Liz Meyer. "Without
the help from El Pomar
and other donors, the
advisor program might
never have gotten

off the ground.

Those kinds of
partnerships are key
to CMU'’s success.”

El Pomar trustees,

along with Trustee Dave
Palenchar (above), believed
college and career advisors
could help engage Mesa
County high school
students and lead them to
postsecondary education.

Palenchar said El Pomar has “always been impressed
with the role CMU plays in the Grand Valley” and he
and his fellow El Pomar trustees believe funding CMU
programs is a wise use of El Pomar's assets.
